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OFFICE UPDATE

The laundry machines, (that were left as a convenience for residents to use up their old
laundry cards), were removed Thursday March 27. WEB has also reprogrammed the
new machines so they will accept additional drying time. You can now top off and add
15 minutes to your drying cycle.

Management with the assistance of Maintenance has completed the visual inspection of
the property in regards to balconies, walkways/landings, shed and shed roof
replacements and carports. We are in the process of compiling the work list for the next
fiscal year.

Management is also looking into the possibility of a tankless hot water system to relieve
the boiler system currently in place. Current, rough estimates are in the $750,000 to
$1,000,000 price range.

The budgeting process is in full swing and should conclude shortly. The Budget
Committee will be presenting the proposed 2008-2009 budgets to the Board of Directors
at the April 22 meeting.

EMERGENCY ASSESSMENT

The assessment is necessary to payoff the line of credit obtained for flood rebuilding
purposes. The Board continues to seek reimbursement from the insurance carrier. The
assessment was due February 1, 2008. To ease the payment burden, the Board
approved three payments as follows:

February 1%,2008  $175.00 Past Due

March 1%, 2008 $175.00 Past Due

April 1%, 2008 $150.00 Due Now
$500.00

A 10% late fee will apply if the $500 is not paid in full by midnight April 15, 2008.

Please write Emergency Assessment checks separate from your monthly
Homeowner’s dues.




General Financial Position

The operating budget has shortfalls in the utility category, the largest in water usage which is over budget
$17,000. There was an unanticipated 13% increase in rates on January 1, 2008 and another 13% increase is
anticipated January 1, 2009. Plumbing is also over budget as hot water line breakages and clogging of the sewer
lines have required more repairs and maintenance than anticipated. The overage is $12,000.

Management continues to pay down the Line of Credit obtained for flood rebuilding purposes at a rate of
$10,000 per month. The deadline requiring the loan balance to be paid down to $300,000 by March 31* was met
two (2) weeks early. The current balance on the Line of Credit is $300,000 as of this date.

At the end of February, there was approximately $379,788 in cash Reserves. An additional $100,000 was
invested in a Certificate of Deposit which will mature June 2008 for a total of $479,788 in reserves. $49,235 was
spent on Reserves in February.

Approximately $303,700 has been collected for the $500 Special Assessment (Total amount assessed was
$362,000.)

X May not touch buildings

X Must be kept a minimum of 3ft away from building roofs

X Are not allowed to overhang or make contact with upstairs balconies

X Any tree uplifting or pushing against a patio wall, fence or shed must be removed
Unsightly trees or branches must be pruned or removed

Shrubs located in patio areas

Patio Shrubs must not:
X Dbe allowed to infringe on adjacent units
X touch or block an adjacent unit’s window

X touch building or building roof

FIGHT THE BITE!

% many patio sheds with water pooling on the roofs. This standing water is an

J \ ideal environment for mosquitoes and deteriorates the roofing material. After a
rain we recommend sweeping or blowing off the shed roof to remove excess
water and leaves.




The Woodside Board of Directors has adopted the flowing policy regarding exterior decorative lighting.

Owners may use small, lights year-round but must follow the following

guidelines:
1. No Color
2. No Blinking/Flashing/Pulsing Lights
3. No Light Tubes
4. No Netting or Blanket type lights
5. Strand type only
6. No Icicle lights
7. Located only in personal patio or deck area

There is no restriction on the height of the lights and they may put them in
trees as long as they are within their personal common area.
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If you have any water leakage in your unit please
notify the office immediately (922-8469). For water related emergencies after hours, please call Security
at 849-6828 (6pm — 8am) or on weekends. The Association will be able to direct you as to whether the
responsibility is the homeowner’s or the Association’s.

Water shut off — if you or your plumber will need to turn the water off, you must give the Woodside
office 48 hours notice. The water shutoff affects all the residents in your building. Water shut off hours
are between 10am and 2pm and repairs need to be scheduled during those hours.
