
OFFICE UPDATE

Management has met with Jeff Mussel and Jeff Smith from PG&E 
concerning their plans for tree removal.  There are currently over 30 trees 
that have been tagged for either removal or pruning.  This year PG&E will 
not pay for stump grinding and has reduced the amount that they will pay 
Woodside to $50.00 per tree.  Stump grinding can cost upward of 
$200.00 per stump.  Management, the Tree Committee and PG&E will be 
meeting to discuss the best way to proceed.  Just a reminder that the 
ultimate goal for PG&E is to have a maintenance free area under the 
power lines at Woodside.

As reported in the February Newsletter there are several projects that are 
nearing completion.  The tennis courts are in the final stages of 
completion. The pool table in the Old Clubhouse has been repaired, 
recovered, and leveled.  The Sierra Clubhouse bathroom remodel has 
been completed.  The pond area continues to see improvement and we 
anticipate this process to be done in April.

We want to welcome two new maintenance workers.  Todd Loop and 
Frank Wilcox bring more then 30 years of experience to our maintenance 
team. One of our new maintenance staff members is a licensed 
contractor and brings a wealth of knowledge to our team.

LANDSCAPE COMMITTEE 

The landscape committee, Sherman Britton, and Rafael Fernandez have been taking note of 
various areas needing landscape work. Please report any irrigation problems 
(such as a wilting shrub - new plantings are especially vulnerable - or broken 
sprinkler head) to the office (922-8469). Landscape supervisor Marcos Ramirez 
can correct the situation before plants are lost.
Should you desire common area landscaping, you must complete one of three 
forms available in the office. The form for trees is Tree Request. The forms 

for shrubbery, etc., are (1) Request for Woodside Common Grounds Landscape Work Paid For 
By Resident and (2) Request That Woodside Landscape Committee Place a Common Grounds 
Area on a List of Landscape Projects to be Paid For By the Association.
Changes to the common area without approval are a "CC&Rs" violation. All unapproved trees, 
shrubs, etc., in a common area are subject to removal.
Should you wish pruning or shrubbery removal, please contact Janet Shaban, not the landscape 
workers.

Condo Insurance Policy or HO-6 - Homeowners you need to make sure that 
within your Condo Policy they have purchased $10,000 worth of building 
coverage.   Also review your liability limits – is it adequate? Remember if you 
are liable for damage to another unit (example water damage from an 
overflowing toilet) you want your condo policy to cover that for you. All owners 
are urged to contact their insurance representative or the Association’s 
insurance broker, George Hullin, Willis HRH Insurance to obtain this coverage

THINKING OF SELLING?

Owners considering or in the process of selling your units, please be advised that 
you    should request two pest reports, one for the interior and a separate one for the 
exterior. This makes scheduling of repairs more efficient as Woodside is generally 
responsible for the exterior and the homeowner is generally responsible for the 
interior. 

An Estoppel (an inspection) must be completed by the architectural chairperson –
please call the Woodside office to set up an Estoppel prior to selling your unit to avoid delays in 
closing.





GATE ACCESS 

Did you know you have a way to open the gate from your phone? Your phone 
must be in the 916 area code to access this service.  Please call the Woodside 
Office to have your phone number added to gate code so you can open the gate 
for your guests .

SATELLITE DISHES

Satellite dishes may not go on top of the roof at Woodside – they are allowed on tri-
pods only, must be free-standing, in your patio or on your balcony.

MAIN POOLS ARE HEATED STARTING APRIL 1st

Improvements have been made to the pools and spas. The main pools in all 3 
areas will have the heat turned on Wednesday, April 1.  Please help 
management by making sure the pool gates are closed and secure when leaving 
the pool area. 

When using the spas– do not push the emergency shut off!
It takes the system down. The pool company has to come out to get it heated again 
which may take up to 2 days.

FIGHT THE BITE!

While inspecting various structures on the property Management observed many patio 
sheds with water pooling on the roofs. This standing water is an ideal environment for 
mosquitoes and deteriorates the roofing material. After a rain we recommend sweeping or 
blowing off the shed roof to remove excess water and leaves.

Did You Know 

Pet waste contains bacteria that can harm the environment and humans.  Pet waste 
left on lawns and sidewalks will wash into the storm drain system. Here’s what you can 
do:

1 When walking your dog, always carry a plastic bag and pick up after your pet.

2 Dispose of pet waste in the trash.

3 Never wash pet waste into a storm drain.
