
ANNUAL MEETING

We currently have four board openings with six candidates running for those 
positions.  Ballots were mailed out December 1st to all owners on record. You 
should have received yours in the mail. Please look over your election 
information and cast your vote. Mail or drop off your ballots to the Woodside 
office. Be sure to fill out your unit # address and sign on the label provided and 
place in the designated envelopes. We must meet a quorum for the election to 
take place, so it is important that each owner cast their vote.  The deadline for 
returning your ballot is Tuesday, January 12, 2010 at 7 pm in the Old Woodside 
Clubhouse, the date of the annual meeting.  If for any reason you did not 
receive your ballot please contact the Woodside Office, 916-922-8469.

OFFICE UPDATE

Woodside had a rash of car break-ins in the last 30 days.  Due to the downturn 
in the economy and the approaching holidays, we anticipate this type of 
problem to continue.  One key way residents can help keep their cars safe is to 
install a security system in their vehicle.  Also, nothing should be stored in the 
car that may tempt thieves to break-in.  Portable GPS systems should not be 
kept in cars.  One was stolen out of a car, then replaced by the owner and 
stolen again!  GPS is one of the most highly reported stolen items from 
vehicles. Another suggestion a current resident had was to not only remove 
items from your glove compartment and console – but to leave them open so 
anyone looking in can see there is nothing stored in the car. Management has 
emphasized Security concentration in the Sierra area and is organizing a 
Lighting Committee to survey the property at night for additional lighting.  We 
are currently seeking volunteers for this valuable committee.  Maintenance is 
currently installing motion detector lights near the church lot bordering Sierra.  

Management has been working on a sewer line maintenance program.   All 
sewer main lines and laterals have now been mapped.  We are still in the 
process of locating all manholes on the property.  We have discovered that 
several have been covered over by landscaping, paving and even sidewalks.  
These manholes are currently being raised.  The objective is to begin a regular 
preventive maintenance program.  Many years of tree root intrusion clog the 
lines and eventually cause them to break down.  We would like to eliminate 
sewage backups into the units altogether by installing mission “flapper” cleanout 
caps which force the sewage out the manholes instead of into the individuals’ 
unit.  Regular maintenance on the sewer lines should greatly reduce the costly 
expense of “pipe lining” and also expenses related to homeowner flooring 
replacements.  This process will also help prevent unwanted sewage exposure.  
More information is to follow at the January monthly board meeting.
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IS YOUR AREA TOO DARK?

The board has authorized additional funds to add more lighting to Woodside.  We are in the process of 
forming a committee to tour the property at night, propose areas that need additional lighting and 
make suggestions as to the type of lighting.  Come sign up in the Association office.  If you do not 
have time to serve on this committee, please make your lighting requests known to the office either by 
dropping by or emailing Linnette at office@woodsidehoa.com.

DECISIONS FROM THE BOARD

At the November 24th board meeting, the following decisions were made by the 
board:

 Approved request to lien/foreclose on various units.
 Approved converting two covered guest parking places to leased 

parking. 
 Denied request by unit 867-1 for reimbursement of water damage expenses.
 Denied request by unit 617-1 for reimbursement of flooring.
 Approved next phase of irrigation project in Woodside East.

GENERAL FINANCIAL POSITION

At the end of October, there was approximately $824,021 in cash Reserves.   $95, 211 (mostly due 
to paving expenditures) was spent on Reserves during the month.  Management continues the 
repayment to the Reserve borrowing in the amount of $24,351 per month.  An additional $13,889 
was repaid to the Reserve Fund for the money borrowed to pay the Flood Insurance Policy.  All 
repayment is scheduled to be complete by fiscal year end June 30, 2010.

Delinquencies

At October 31st delinquent assessments totaled approximately $152,702.

Thirty-four (34) units are currently in collections.

Since 2007, 39 units have completed the foreclosure process, forcing a write-off of $134,974 in 
delinquent dues, special assessments, and late fees.

CONTACT SECURITY IMMEDIATELY

If you observe suspicious persons or activity, outside your unit, near your car or on the property 
call security immediately! (849-6828).   Even a 5 minute delay can allow the situation to deteriorate 
dramatically. The next step is to call the Sheriff’s Dept. (916-874-5115). While security is in route 
they will not have time to call the Sheriff’s Dept. themselves. Security does not respond to or deal 
with people off the property.   Any questions on any security matter may be directed to Adam

HOLIDAY DECORATIONS 

December holiday decorations may be displayed up to 30 days before Christmas and 10 days 
after New Year’s Day when the entire house can be decorated. No decorations or signage may 
be permanently affixed to a unit door. Holiday lights/decorations may be displayed in the patios, 
decks, and on the entry door.  They may not extend to adjacent shrubbery, trees, or common 
area light poles. Decorations may be hung from balconies above patio areas.

STORM READINESS 

If the power goes out notify SMUD by calling the 24-hour outage line at: 
1-888-456-7683 

The office staff does not generally have information on the length of the outage or 
when the electricity will be back on.  Outages may affect the various parts of the 
property differently.  The office requests the phone lines remain as free as possible 
to respond to roof leaks, trees down and other emergency situations as quickly as
possible.

What to Do During a Storm

Sacramento Department of Water Resources has developed an Automated Local Evaluation in Real 
Time (ALERT) system that provides Web site updates every 15 minutes.  Local meteorologists and 
television stations utilize the ALERT Web site www.sacflood.org to keep residents informed.

If you do not have internet access, monitor local weather forecasts by calling the Weatherline Forecast 
System at (916) 646-2000 for weather updates.  You can also tune the radio to KFBK 1530AM or KSTE 
650AM or watch your local news.

WATER SHUT OFF – if you or your plumber will need to turn the water off, you must 
give the Woodside office 48 hours notice.  The water shutoff affects all the residents in 
your building.  Water shut off hours are between 10am and 2pm and repairs need to be 
scheduled during those hours. Water will not be shut off on weekends unless an 
emergency exists.

                               
 LANDSCAPE COMMITTEE

Rafael Fernandez's proposals for the following areas have been accepted: 602, 617, 640, 
700, 716, 841, 2217 and the Old Woodside pool and clubhouse.
Please report any irrigation problems (such as a wilting shrub - new plantings are 
especially vulnerable - or broken sprinkler head) to the office (922-8469). Landscape 
supervisor Marcos Ramirez can correct the situation before plants are lost.
Should you desire common area landscaping, you must complete one of three forms 

available in the office. The form for trees is Tree Request. The forms for shrubbery, etc., are (1) Request 
for Woodside Common Grounds Landscape Work Paid For By Resident and (2) Request That 
Woodside Landscape Committee Place a Common Grounds Area on a List of Landscape Projects to be 
Paid For By the Association. Requests of the latter sort were received from 640 and 841 in November.
Changes to the common area without approval are a "CC&Rs" violation. All unapproved trees, shrubs, 
etc., in a common area are subject to removal.
Should you wish pruning or shrubbery removal, please contact Janet Shaban, not the landscape 
workers.

PET REPORT 
Report offenders. Complaints about animal excrement continue.  Please report residents who 
refuse to pick up their pets' waste to the office (922-8469) or security (849-6828). Security 
can issue a citation on the spot.

SELLING YOUR UNIT

Owners considering or in the process of selling your units, please be advised that you 
should request two pest reports, one for the interior and a separate one for the exterior. 
This makes scheduling of repairs more efficient as Woodside is generally responsible for 
the exterior and the homeowner is generally responsible for the interior. 

An Estoppel (an inspection) must be completed by the architectural chairperson –
please call the Woodside office to set up an Estoppel prior to selling your unit to avoid delays in closing.

HAVE YOU BEEN REQUIRED TO OBTAIN ADDITIONAL INSURANCE? 

Woodside owners do not pay for additional flood insurance or Fire insurance.  Please contact George 
Hullin if your lender has asked you to do this!

CONDO POLICY or HO-6 - Homeowners need to make sure that within their Condo Policy they have 
purchased $10,000 worth of building coverage.   Also review your liability limits – is it adequate? 
Remember if you are liable for damage to another unit (example water damage from an overflowing toilet) 
you want your condo policy to cover that for you. All owners are urged to contact their insurance 
representative or the Association’s insurance broker, George Hullin, Willis HRH Insurance to 
obtain this coverage.
