THE PRESIDENTS CORNER

The Woodside Board in conjunction with the Flood Committee has done a
considerable amount of research into the various ways the condominium
complex can reduce flooding potential. Flooding cannot be totally prevented,
but we strive to minimize our risk.

Water barriers and sandbagging on a large scale takes a considerable amount
of time and manpower of which Woodside does not have during an emergency
flood situation. The Strong Ranch Slough that parallels Northrop Avenue has
been elevated by the county to 32 feet. Any flooding less than 32 feet would be
from water runoff coming down Northrop. As Woodside has 12 buildings at an
elevation from 30.09 to 31.95, these buildings are generally more at risk should
the drainage system fail.

As an added measure Woodside has procured and installed a 1,250 gpm pump
in Woodside East by the Northrop gate. The pump is installed and can be
operational within one hour. The water can be pumped into the slough.




DECISIONS FROM THE BOARD
Due to the holidays, no board meeting was held in December.

GENERAL FINANCIAL POSITION

At the end of November, there was approximately $850,571 in cash Reserves. $50,464 was
spent on Reserves during the month. Management continues the repayment to the Reserve
borrowing in the amount of $24,351 per month. An additional $13,889 was repaid to the Reserve Fund
for the money borrowed to pay the Flood Insurance Policy. All repayment is scheduled to be complete
by fiscal year end June 30, 2010.

Delinquencies
At November 30th delinquent assessments totaled approximately $146,729.

Twenty-four (24) units are currently in collections.

Since 2007, 47 units have completed the foreclosure process, forcing a write-off of $180,938 in
delinquent dues, special assessments, and late fees.

HOLIDAY DECORATIONS

December holiday decorations may be displayed up to 30 days before Christmas and 10
days after New Year's Day when the entire house can be decorated. No decorations or
sighage may be permanently affixed to a unit door. Holiday lights/decorations may be
displayed in the patios, decks, and on the entry door. They may not extend to adjacent
shrubbery, trees, or common area light poles. Decorations may be hung from balconies
above patio areas.

STORM READINESS
If the power goes out notify SMUD by calling the 24-hour outage line at: 1-888-456-7683

The office staff does not generally have information on the length of the outage or
when the electricity will be back on. Outages may affect the various parts of the
property differently. The office requests the phone lines remain as free as possible
to respond to roof leaks, trees down and other emergency situations as quickly as
possible.

What to Do During a Storm

Sacramento Department of Water Resources has developed an Automated Local Evaluation in Real
Time (ALERT) system that provides Web site updates every 15 minutes. Local meteorologists and
television stations utilize the ALERT Web site www.sacflood.org to keep residents informed.

If you do not have internet access, monitor local weather forecasts by calling the Weatherline Forecast
System at (916) 646-2000 for weather updates. You can also tune the radio to KFBK 1530AM or KSTE
650AM or watch your local news.

WATER SHUT OFF - if you or your plumber will need to turn the water off, you must
give the Woodside office 48 hours notice. The water shutoff affects all the residents in
your building. Water shut off hours are between 10am and 2pm and repairs need to be
scheduled during those hours. Water will not be shut off on weekends unless an
emergency exists.
