OFFICE UPDATE

The low-flow shower kits remain available in the office for residents to pick up 
free-of-charge.  Of the 700 donated kits 100 have been distributed. 

The ‘Free Toilet Program” installation continues.  Two areas of concern have 
been raised so far.  Most of the owners who scheduled appointments for the 
program did not qualify because their toilets were not old enough.  The other 
issue was that in some bathrooms the vanity counter extended behind the toilet 
making the newer, taller toilets impossible to install.  During the first week of 
installation of the 57 toilets that were scheduled for replacement  only 17 were 
actually replaced.  

The revised Rules and Regulations are complete and have been reviewed by 
Woodside counsel.  Relatively minor changes were recommended by the 
attorney.  The board approved the revised Rules and Regulations for 
distribution to the homeowners.  The next step would be to distribute them to all 
residents and owners to allow for 30 days to receive comments, questions or 
suggestions. Owners will have an opportunity to address the Board directly at 
this meeting.  The board would then adopt them at the September 1st meeting.

The Hot Water Pipe break in East, along Gate #3, cost the association 
approximately $18,000. This number does not include wasted water and gas 
costs as these numbers are hard to quantify. As the maintenance department 
did much of the work themselves, many work orders were not able to be 
addressed. The implementation of a tankless electric water heater system is 
being investigated to replace the boiler system.

Management continues to gather information regarding the trial irrigation 
project on the property.  The types of valves and sprinkler head sizes are 
currently being evaluated as more efficient types are now available.  Some of 
the sprinkler heads on the property are over 20 years old.
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Due to a recent resignation on the board, the board has appointed Shirley Meyers.  She will finish out 
the term ending January 2011. 

General Financial Position
 At the end of May, there was approximately $706,302 in cash Reserves.   $23,748 was spent 
on Reserves during the month.  Management continues the repayment to the Reserve 

borrowing in the amount of $24,351 per month.  This month as an operating CD matured, another 
$107,000 was transferred to reserve borrowing.

Delinquencies
At May 31st delinquent assessments totaled approximately $148,794.

 Forty (40) units are currently in collections.

 Since 2007, 32 units have completed the foreclosure process, forcing a write-off of $115,173 in 
delinquent dues, special assessments, and late fees.

Security will no longer work during their break 
and lunch periods in an effort to reduce expenses by $12,000.

2. Acceptance of John Gomez resignation from the board and appointment of Shirley Meyers to 
fill the vacancy.  Her term will expire January, 2011.

3. Approval to distribute the revised Rules and Regulations to the owners/residents.
4. Approval to submit foreclosed units to small claims court action.
5. Approved fencing replacement instead of new landscaping for Bldg 2258/2266.
6. Ratified Board Resolution for asphalt repairs due to hot water pipe break.
7. Ratified Board Resolution for the pond pump replacement.
8. Approval of management selection of Green Team members for pond landscaping.
9. Denial of unit 882-1 request for rent reimbursement due to hot water pipe leak.
10. Approval to lien various delinquent units.

LANDSCAPE COMMITTEE

These are the following: 2294, 2200, 841-843, 736, 788, 708, 
621, 724, 792, and 617. We are grateful to Rafael Fernandez for painstaking consultation 
and preparation of proposals without as much notice as we would like to have given. 
We have been working on getting shrubbery/ground cover for other areas.
Our committee of two people is hard-pressed, our time is limited, and your participation in 
grass-need identification is now essential. August is the month for work needed in 
preparation for September seeding/reseeding. If you are aware of areas requiring grass, 
please submit a Request That Woodside Landscape Committee Place a Common Grounds Area on a List 
of Landscape Projects to be Paid For By the Association as soon as possible. We need to inform the 
landscape company of such areas in early July so that it can advise us of costs and the board can be 
notified by July 22. We ask for board participation in identification of grass needs and, indeed, any 
landscape deficiencies. 
Common area landscaping must be approved. You must complete one of three forms available in the 
office. The form for trees is Tree Request. The forms for shrubbery, etc., are (1) Request for Woodside 
Common Grounds Landscape Work Paid For By Resident and (2) Request That Woodside Landscape 
Committee Place a Common Grounds Area on a List of Landscape Projects to be Paid For By the 
Association. We've received recent requests of the latter sort from 2258 and 887.

All unapproved trees, shrubs, grass, etc., in a common area are subject to removal. So, please, make a 
request.
We have grass requests from 2221 #6, 882 #4, 886 #13, and 796 # 6.

Fire Code Bans BBQ’s in most Woodside Buildings
Because of recent updates to the California Fire Code most B.B.Q’s will no longer 
be allowed on Woodside decks and patios.  The following information was provided 
by the Executive Council of Homeowners:

In 2007, California updated its Fire Code and adopted portions of the 2006
International Fire Code, including sections 308.3.1 and 308.3.1.1.  Those 

sections effectively ban the use of open-flame cooking devices on combustible decks.  This 
ban became operative on January 1st 2008.  The code is not available online, but you will find 
a copy of the code in most libraries.  The sections read as follows:

308.3.1 Open-flame cooking devices.  Charcoal burners and other open-flame cooking 
devices shall not be operated on combustible balconies or within 10 feet (3048 mm) of 
combustible construction.

Exception to 308.3.1

1. One-and two-family dwellings. (At Woodside the buildings exempt from this law would be: 
601, 629, 648, 796, 2248, 2250, 2252, and 2278.)

2.  Where building, balconies and decks are protected by an automatic sprinkler system.

308.3.1.1 Liquefied-petroleum-gas-fueled cooking devices. LP-gas burners having an LP-gas 
container with a water capacity greater than 2.5 pounds (nominal 1 pound (0.454 kg) LP-gas 
capacity) shall not be located on combustible balconies or within 10 feet (3048mm) of 
combustible construction.

Exception to 308.1.1

1. One and two family dwellings.

SELLING YOUR UNIT
Owners considering or in the process of selling your units, please be advised that you should 
request two pest reports, one for the interior and a separate one for the exterior. This makes 
scheduling of repairs more efficient as Woodside is generally responsible for the exterior and 
the homeowner is generally responsible for the interior. 

An Estoppel (an inspection) must be completed by the architectural chairperson – please call the 
Woodside office to set up an Estoppel prior to selling your unit to avoid delays in closing.

CONDO POLICY or HO-6 - Homeowners need to make sure that within their Condo Policy they have 
purchased $10,000 worth of building coverage.   Also review your liability limits – is it adequate? 
Remember if you are liable for damage to another unit (example water damage from an overflowing toilet) 
you want your condo policy to cover that for you. All owners are urged to contact their insurance 
representative or the Association’s insurance broker, George Hullin, Willis HRH Insurance to 
obtain this coverage
