EMERGENCY ASSESSMENT

The Woodside Board of Directors voted at the October 23, 2008 Board meeting to levy
an emergency assessment in the amount of $362,500.00 or $500.00 per unit. The
assessment is necessary to payoff the line of credit obtained for flood rebuilding
purposes. The Board continues to seek reimbursement from the insurance carrier. A
task force has been assembled to appeal to FEMA in the event the Insurance Company
denies our last submittal. The assessment was due February 1, 2008. To ecase the
payment burden, the Board has approved three payments as follows:

February 1%, 2008  $175.00 Past Due
March 1%, 2008 $175.00 Due Now
April 1%, 2008 $150.00
$500.00
Efforts continue to find solutions to prevent future flooding.

OFFICE UPDATE

Ballots for the election of Board Members are steadily streaming into the ballot box located in the
Woodside Office. A second “Meet the Candidates” event was held on Saturday February 23™

The Association has received the initial $20,000 insurance check plus an additional $3,674.43 to cover
damage caused by the wind storm. Maintenance continues working on repairs.

The new washers and dryers have arrived and installation was complete Thursday January 21%.  An old
washer and dryer will remain in each laundry room until the end of February so that owners may continue
to use up remaining balances on their cards. The new laundry cards are in the office and residents may
exchange their old cards for a new one with a beginning value of $3.00. Additional cards may be
purchased from the cash add-value machine in the office for $5.00 that includes a $3.00 balance.
Management has toured the laundry rooms after installation and will be working with maintenance on the
following items: touch up paint, possible tiling of window seats, and wall fill where the new stacking
units are shorter than the old machines (Rooms 5 & 6). Management will also contact a specialty floor
company to see if the floor at Laundry Room 6 is repairable. LAUNDRY CARDS MAY BE LOADED
ONLY DURING THE HOURS M-F 8am — 6pm and Sat-Sun 11am-Noon.

While security is in route
they will not have time to call the Sherriff's Dept. themselves. Security does not respond to or deal
with people off the property.

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General Financial Position

The financial statements record that Woodside ended the month of January, Year to Date, Operating
Budget vs. Actual, was positive $14,618.98.

Management continues to pay down the Line of Credit obtained for flood rebuilding purposes at a rate of
$10,000 per month. The current balance on the Line of Credit is $500,000 as of this date.

At the end of January, there was approximately $367,921 in cash Reserves. An additional $100,000 has
been invested in a Certificate of Deposit which will mature June 2008 for a total of $467,921 in reserves.
$34, 488.97 was spent on Reserves in January.

Approximately $170,000 has been collected for the $500 Special Assessment. The first $175 payment
was due February 1, 2008 although many of the homeowners have opted to pay the entire $500 up front.

Delinguencies

Delinquent Assessments total approximately $62,407. Two (2) homeowner accounts were written off in
the month of January for a total of $5,868 in write offs.

Fifteen (15) units are currently in collections.

Change in Woodside Assessment Collection Policy

The Woodside Assessment Collection Policy was amended at the monthly board meeting held January
22, 2008. Dues and Assessments may now be paid up until midnight of the 15™ of the month to be
considered on time, where previously the time was 6:00 PM. The Woodside office will no longer honor
postmarked dates. Dues and Assessments must be in the physical office no later than midnight on
the 15" or will be considered late and a 10% late fee will apply

Please come prepared with a personal check, cashiers
check, or money order when paying your dues, special assessments, or purchasing equipment from the
office.

Woodside Employees are prohibited from accepting cash gifts of any amount as compensation for work
performed.

Tree Committee

The six damaged/hazardous trees approved for removal by the Board in January have been removed. A
few of the stumps of trees that fell in January still remain — we hope to have those ground within the next
couple of weeks. The Tree Committee will be considering tree replacements at its March meeting.

A representative of PG&E was on the property in February to discuss the removal of trees under the
power lines in East. PG&E has the authority to require the pruning and/or removal of trees to protect
their power lines. Although they were asking for 20 removals, we were able to settle on 15. We did our
best to select trees that limit the visual impact of the losses. All trees will be replaced with appropriate
planting.

We have had questions from homeowners about pre-existing trees — what they are. Homeowners are
responsible for trees in their patios, except pre-existing trees. A pre-existing tree is one that was already
on the property when Woodside was built. Since the property on which Woodside sits was originally a
walnut orchard, very few trees (even very large ones) other than walnuts are pre-existing. Woodside
Sierra, which is the newest section of Woodside, is over 30 years old — trees can get very large in 30
years!

At any time, if you note a serious tree problem or emergency, please call the office immediately. For
other questions or concerns, you may fill out a Tree Request form available online or at the office, call me
at 483-8558, or e-mail me at conniebrown37@sbcglobal.net.

TREES TO BE REMOVED BY PG&E - March 2008

1. Tulip: east side of 708

2. Chinese elm: island in parking area west of 720. There are two islands in the area — this one is

north of the other one.

Diodar cedar: south west of 722 at parking space 714. Remove tree closer to parking area

Liquidambar: 724 west side.

Tulip: at southeast corner of pond. Remove smaller of two tulips.

Tulip: on east side of pond. Remove tree closest to bridge. #5 & #6 are every other tulip tree.

Alder: north of pond. Alder on the left of two alders.

Sycamore: front row of trees behind carport at 790. Tree on right facing building.

Sycamore: tree to the left of #8.

10. Privet: in patio at 820 #1.

11. Liquidambar: in grass area west of 820 near road. Middle tree of three.

12. Ash: just west of sidewalk west of 820. Of two trees, remove tree to south; i.e. further from
parking area.

13. Redwood: west of 874. Radically topped tree.

14. Unknown fruit: west of 874 at north end.

15. Chinese elm: west side of road at north end.

Water shut off — if you or your plumber will need to turn the water off, you must give the Woodside
office 48 hours notice. The water shutoff affects all the residents in your building. Water shut off hours
are between 10am and 2pm and repairs need to be scheduled during those hours.

Please report locations which have suffered landscape destruction due to maintenance or construction
projects.

Kindly direct requests for shrubbery trimming or removal to Janet Shaban (483-7669), not the landscape
workers.

Please do your part to protect the landscape. Irrigation problems should be reported to the office via 922-
8469 or office@woodside.com. Pet excrement should be removed promptly; left to linger, it kills grass.
Dirt paths result from footsteps through ground cover.

Reminder of Woodside’s Policies regarding Trees and Shrubs
Trees located in patio areas:

X May not touch buildings

Must be kept a minimum of 3ft away from building roofs

X
X Are not allowed to overhang or make contact with upstairs balconies
X

Any tree uplifting or pushing against a patio wall, fence or shed must be
removed

x  Unsightly
trees or
branches must be pruned or removed

Shrubs located in patio areas
Patio Shrubs must not:

X Dbe allowed to infringe on adjacent units
X touch or block an adjacent unit’s window
X touch building or building roof
Patios beneath balconies:
X Shrubbery may not exceed the height of the floor of the upstairs balcony
X The shrubs may not touch the bottom deck of the balcony

If not corrected by owner within 30 days of notification, management will arrange for work to
be done and invoice owner

FIGHT THE BITE!
While inspecting various structures on the property Management observed lots

of patio sheds with water pooling on the roofs. This standing water is an ideal

environment for mosquitos and deteriorates the roofing material. After a rain
we recommend sweeping or blowing off the shed roof to remove excess water

and leaves.




Parking at Woodside

Woodside only allows two vehicles per unit on the property. Please remember to notify and update your
registration form with the office if you add or change vehicles. Make sure you have the correct parking
sticker on you vehicle to avoid tickets or having your vehicle booted or towed. A silver sticker indicates
one vehicle on the property and a bronze sticker indicates two vehicles are on the property. No residents’
trucks or motorcycles allowed on Woodside property at any time. Only commercial trucks may be on
the property 8am — 6pm while conducting business, and they must have the business name on the vehicle.

Leased Parking

If you are interested in obtaining an available leased parking space, please check to see if one of the
below listed spots will work for you. Once you pick out a space there is a form that must be filled out at
the time you bring in your check. If you lease a space in the middle of our 6 month period, the fees will
be prorated accordingly. The leased parking fee of $180.00 is due every 6 months. Woodside’s available
leased covered parking spaces are listed below. The closest buildings have been listed for your reference.
Maps of the specific parking lots are available from the Woodside Office.

You may also request to have your name on a waiting list if a particular spot is taken and you
would like to be notified once it becomes available.

Vehicle and Pedestrian Gates are Important to Woodside Safety

Increasingly, we are finding our pedestrian gates being left open or ajar. We are also hearing reports of
individuals climbing over and causing damage to our vehicular gates.

X Please be sure that pedestrian gates lock behind you when you exit the property. Also, if
you observe an open pedestrian gate, please secure it immediately. Gate keys may be
purchased in the office ($5.00 for key — checks only, no cash please).

X If you observe someone climbing over a vehicular gate, please report this immediately to
security, together with the description of the individual and what unit the individual may be
connected with. Also report any other illegal entry over a fence or gate to Woodside
security immediately. “Gate climbers” will also be held liable for any damage inflicted to
vehicular or pedestrian gates. Repairs to vehicular gates can be particularly costly.

X Gates and fencing are an important part of our system of “stacked crime deterrents” at
Woodside. Other crime deterrents include:

X Our 24/7 Woodside Security Patrol (849-6828)

X Unit security done by each resident such as dowel-secured windows and sliders, or an alarm
system

X Residents immediately calling in suspicious persons or activity to Security

X Woodside Neighborhood Watch (please leave a note in the security committee mailbox in
the office if interested in joining)

What Has Been Done to Prevent Future Flooding?

Several key steps have been taken by the County of Sacramento, Department of Water Resources to help
prevent flooding at Woodside and surrounding areas since the flood of December 31, 2005:

X Raised the level of the canal wall along Northrop Avenue, bringing the elevation up to
32’ (Theoretically this would have prevented the flooding at Woodside on December 31,
2005.)

X Rain gauges have been installed in-ground that are real-time monitors that can predict
water levels three days in advance. This information is updated every six (6) hours and is
measured in inches.

X The County has established a website, www.floodready.org, where Woodside and other
neighboring residents can monitor flood water levels (left hand side, “Flood
Forecasting™). There is other helpful information such as the elevation levels for every
building in Woodside and also tips on sandbagging.

As another step in protecting homeowners, the Board of Directors has increased flood coverage for each
building from $93.00 SF to $103.00 SF.

The Board of Directors also determined recently that flood insurance deductibles ($5000 per building)
would continue to be paid by the Association in the event of another flood.

Copies of individual flood policies, by building, are kept in the Woodside office and are available upon
homeowner request.

All residents are encouraged to obtain an individual flood insurance policy for the contents within
their unit.

Woodside’s insurance broker HRH Insurance, George Hullin, is available to answer flood related
insurance questions. He can be reached at 916-488-1400 ext.35.

Sand and sand bags are available on the Woodside property and are available free of charge to residents.
They are located near the maintenance building in Woodside East.

As part of Woodside’s Emergency Preparedness Program, the office has sent out forms asking for
updated emergency contact information. If you have not returned this form, please do so as soon as
possible. Copies are available by request in the office.

On December 12, 2006 a special meeting was held and a homeowner vote taken on whether the
homeowners wanted to raise eight (8) buildings in Woodside East. The cost was to be borne 25% by all
725 homeowners ($1510 per unit) and 75% by FEMA. This would have provided a permanent solution
for the units in this critical flood area. The vote did not pass.




INSURANCE COVERAGE REMINDER

The Association maintains flood insurance coverage for the structures.
Woodside residents are encouraged to carry their own flood insurance to cover
the contents within the unit in case of a flood. Copies of flood policies are i
the office.
