Management has been busy surveying the entire property in preparation for the
Reserve Study and to project costs for the next fiscal budget. The Budget
Committee will begin its meetings the first Wednesday in March and will
continue weekly until finished. The budget will be presented to the Board at the
April board meeting.

Our temporary on-call workers have completed the roof cleaning for all areas of
Woodside. They will continue to remain on site to complete our annual pond
cleaning and until the walkways, landings and sidewalks have been pressure
washed.

Due to an injury Don Jackson (Maintenance Supervisor) has been out of
commission for much of February. Arturo Prado has been filling in as
supervisor during Don’s absence and has done a great job in overseeing the
Maintenance Department. Our maintenance crew has been short staffed due to
employee turnover and management has just filled these vacant positions.

Decisions from the Board

At the February 23rd board meeting, the following decisions were made by the
board:

¢ Approved new committee to Review Bylaw and CC&R changes. A
sign-up sheet was available for the members.

e Approved moving forward with interest in switching from wood
carports to metal. Architectural Committee rendered an opinion that they were in favor of
making the change. Board members to view an example at the Reserve Apartments.
Approved further investigation of Commercial Energy as an alternative to PG&E.

e Approved liening/foreclosing on delinquent units.

¢ Approved removing the dilapidated piano from the Old Woodside Clubhouse and to tune
the piano in the Card Room

General Financial Position

At the end of January, there was $916,632 in cash Reserves. $28,007 was spent on
Reserves during the month. Management continues the repayment to the Reserve borrowing
in the amount of $24,351 per month. An additional $13,889 was repaid to the Reserve Fund
s} for the money borrowed to pay the Flood Insurance Policy. All reserve borrowing is scheduled
and on track to be completely paid back by fiscal year end June 30, 2009.

Delinquencies
At January 31st delinquent assessments totaled approximately $127,280.
Twenty-eight (28) units are currently in collections.

Since 2007, 49 units have completed the foreclosure process, forcing a write-off of $193,483.88 in
delinquent dues, special assessments, and late fees.

Please report any irrigation problems (such as a wilting shrub - new plantings are
especially vulnerable - or broken sprinkler head) to the office (922-8469). Landscape
supervisor Marcos Ramirez can correct the situation before plants are lost.
Should you desire common area landscaping, you must complete one of three forms
available in the office. The form for trees is Tree Request. The forms for shrubbery,
etc., are (1) Request for Woodside Common Grounds Landscape Work Paid For By
Resident and (2) Request That Woodside Landscape Committee Place a Common
Grounds Area on a List of Landscape Projects to be Paid For By the Association.
Changes to the common area without approval are a "CC&Rs" violation. All unapproved trees, shrubs,
etc., in a common area are subject to removal.
Should you wish pruning or shrubbery removal, please contact Janet Shaban, not the landscape
workers.

Security can issue a citation on the spot. Just a reminder that all cats and dogs must wear - ;’R
tags identifying the owner. Any cat or dog without identifying tags may be mistaken as LA
strays and picked up by animal control.

Condo Insurance Policy or HO-6 - Homeowners you need to make sure that within your Condo
Policy they have purchased $10,000 worth of building coverage. Also review your
liability limits — is it adequate? Remember if you are liable for damage to another unit
(example water damage from an overflowing toilet) you want your condo policy to cover
that for you. All owners are urged to contact their insurance representative or the
Association’s insurance broker, George Hullin, Willis HRH Insurance to obtain
this coverage




THINKING OF SELLING?

Owners considering or in the process of selling your units, please be advised that you
1 should request two pest reports, one for the interior and a separate one for the exterior.
FOR This makes scheduling of repairs more efficient as Woodside is generally responsible for
SALE the exterior and the homeowner is generally responsible for the interior.

An Estoppel (an inspection) must be completed by the architectural chairperson —
please call the Woodside office to set up an Estoppel prior to selling your unit to avoid
delays in closing.
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REPORTING WATER LEAKS

If you have any water leakages in your unit please notify the office immediately
(922-8469). For water related emergencies after hours, please call Security at 849-
6828 (6pm — 8am) or on weekends. The Association will be able to direct you as to
whether the responsibility is the homeowner’s or the Association’s.

Water shut off — if you or your plumber will need to turn the water off, you must give
the Woodside office 48 hours notice. The water shutoff affects all the residents in your
building. Water shut off hours are between 10am and 2pm and repairs need to be scheduled during
those hours. Water will not be shut off on the weekends unless an emergency exists.

LEAF BLOWERS

The Association’s landscape maintenance contractor will be continuing to use leaf

blowers since broom sweeping is cost-prohibitive. Residents wanting to avoid dust

being blown on their vehicles should move their vehicles during the times the leaf

blowers will be working in their area. Leaf blowing is done around the vehicles as well
as under the vehicles. Another alternative would be to use a car cover. Leaf blowing is scheduled
between 7:30 am and 3:00 pm on the following days:

Monday Woodside Sierra Beginning at building 644 and continuing throughout Sierra.

Tuesday Woodside East Beginning with the even side of street for the 700’s and
continuing to the even side of street for the 800’s.

Wednesday Woodside East Beginning with odd side of street for the 700’s and
continuing to the odd side of street for the 800’s.

Thursday Old Woodside Beginning at Northrop, both sides of street up to the
Clubhouse on the right and the Tennis Courts on the left.
Friday  Old Woodside Continuing from the Clubhouse and the Tennis Courts,

working both sides of the street up to Howe Avenue.

SATELLITE DISHES

Satellite dishes may not go on top of the roof at Woodside — they are allowed on tri-
pods only, must be free-standing, in your patio or on your balcony.
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PARKING AT WOODSIDE

Woodside only allows two vehicles per unit on the property. Please remember to
notify and update your registration form with the office if you add or change
vehicles. Make sure you have the correct parking sticker on your vehicle to avoid
tickets or having your vehicle booted or towed. A silver sticker indicates one
vehicle on the property and a bronze sticker indicates two vehicles are on the property. No
residents’ trucks or motorcycles allowed on Woodside property at any time. Only commercial
trucks may be on the property 8am — 6pm weekdays and 9am —
