Fire Code Bans BBQ’s in most Woodside Buildings

Because of recent updates to the California Fire Code most B.B.Q’s will no
longer be allowed on Woodside decks and patios. The following informatiof
was provided by the Executive Council of Homeowners:

In 2007, California updated its Fire Code and adopted portions of the 2006
InternationalFire Code, including sections 308.3.1 and 308.3.1.1. Those
sections effectively ban the use of open-flame cooking devices on combusti
decks. This ban became operative on Janda2p@8. The code is not availal
online, but you will find a copy of the code in most libraries. The sections rg
as follows:

308.3.1 Open-flame cooking devices. Charcoal burners and other open-flame

cooking devices shall not be operated on combustible balconies or within 1§
(3048 mm) of combustible construction.

Exceptionto 308.3.1

1. One-and two-family dwellings. (At Woodsidetbuildings exempt from
this law would be: 601, 629, 648, 796, 2248, 2250, 2252, and 2278.)

2.  Where building, balconies and decks are protected by an automatic
sprinkler system.

308.3.1.1 Liquefied-petroleum-gas-fueled cooking devices. LP-gas burners
having an LP-gas container with a water capacity greater than 2.5 pounds
(nominal 1 pound (0.454 kg) LP-gas capacity) shall not be located on
combustible balconies or within 10 feet (3048mm) of combustible constructi

At the end of August, there was approximately $402,224 in cash Reserves. $79,514 was spent
on Reserves during the month. Management continues the repayment to the Reserve borrowing
in the amount of $24,351 per month.

Delinquencies
x As of August 31st delinquent assessments totaled approximately $115,000.
X Thirty (30) units are currently in collections.

x Homeowners are delinquent $9,298 for the special flood assessment. (Most of the dollars represented
are owed by homeowners in collections).

X Since 2007, 25 units have completed the foreclosure process, forcing a write-off of $93,699 in
delinquent dues, special assessments, and late fees

Management Report

Working with the “Unclaimed Property Division” for Californiat{p://scoweb.sco.ca.gpbmanagement was
able to recover $900.00 which had been outstanding for several years. Management is also working or
collecting another $120.00 through this source.

The Flood Insurance Policy has been renewed and individual building policies should be available in the
Association Office by the end of the month. Notices were mailed out to the individual mortgage lien holders
last week. Any homeowner wanting a copy of their policy may contact the Office.

Management has submitted the reinstatement packet for FHA approval and the response has been to deny
FHA reinstatement. In speaking with our contact at HUD (Housing and Urban Development) we learned that
Woodside was not approved due to the level of our reserve funds. Based upon the age and size of Woodside
the FHA requirement for Reserve Funds would be a minimum of $1.8 million. Currently reserve levels are at
about $400,000. Management recommends that the Board use any and all means to bring up the reserye
levels to $1.8 million as having FHA status is a critical element in maintaining property values. The Budget
Committee will meet again in October and will review this issue.

The Office became aware of a new law that took effect in 2008 regarding barbeques on apartment/condg
decks and patios. In discussion with the local fire department it has been determined that the law does affegt
the individually owned condos at Woodside for buildings that have more than 2 units. The buildings exempt
from this law would be: 601, 629, 648, 796, 2248, 2250, 2252, and 2278. Management recommended and th
Board approved outlawing barbeques on decks/patios in accordance with this law.

The fire department was called ou
and extinguished the fire in a matter of minutes. The fire department was unable to make a determination as
to the cause of the fire.

What We Learned at our September 16™ Woodside Sheriff’s Presentation

Woodside residents in attendance found the Sheriff's presentation provided by Cindy Burdette, Crime
Prevention Specialist, to be extremely worthwhile. We learned that:

X Violent crime in our community (Arden Arcade) is down, while property crimes are up.

X Property crimes (such as home break-ins) are committed almost exclusively by the 12 to 22
age group, which is most frequently motivated by the need to purchase drugs.

x Gang activity in our area is minimal and therefore not a present concern.

x Car break-ins are by far the most common crime both in Ardent Arcade and Woodside. You
can protect yourself by:

o0 Removing all valuables from your car — both from the interior and trunk.

o Leaving no property, even small change, in sight.

o Emptying your glove compartment and center console and leaving these open to
show that no valuables are kept there.

0 Taking your gate clicker with you after parking your car.

X Neighborhood Watch continues to be an effective way to protect our community. You can
increase the security of your unit, and that of your neighbors, by joining the Sheriff's
Woodside Neighborhood Watch Program. To arrange for your 12" x 12" Neighborhood
Watch window sign and a brief orientation (about ten minutes) please leave a message with
the office (922-8469) for Frank O’Connor, Safety and Environment Committee Chair.

Tree Committee

At the time of writing this article, I've just returned from a trip and therefore have not
walked the property for a couple of weeks. The tree work by Eco Tree and Landscape in
Sierra should be complete by now. In addition to the pruning, about nine trees were
removed — some because they were dead (or nearly so) and others because they wereg
structurally unsound and subject to failure. The PG&E replacement trees in East should be
planted soon, if they have not already been done. Once recommended by the Tree
Committee, other smaller projects are being completed as they are approved by the Board at their monthly
meetings.

Our hot, dry weather continues, so I'll repeat last month’s alert. This weather is very stressful for trees,
especially those that have been planted in the last year and are not yet deeply rooted. If you notice a tree th
appears to need water, please contact the office or me so that we can request additional watering by
Fernandez Landscaping.

You might consider reporting locations which have experienced landscape destruction, for example, where
construction or maintenance projects have necessitated the removal of shrubbery or resulted in the
trampling of grass. We thank the maintenance department for its landscape-mindfulness.

If you wish to select and pay for landscaping (shrubbery, for instance) in a common area (a courtyard, for
example), please complete a Request for Woodside Common Grounds Landscape Work Paid For By
Resident.

Comcast has informed us that we may paint the green containers it calls "pedestals.”" Have you any
suggestions?

Kindly direct questions about pruning or requests for shrubbery removal to Janet Shaban rather than the
landscape workers.
