
 

 

OFFICE UPDATE 

Management has pushed to make sure that all of the areas where trees were 
removed by PG&E have been cleared of debris and re-sod. 

The pool furniture for the satellite pools was ordered early in the month of May.  
The chairs and umbrellas have finally arrived and we anticipate the back-
ordered tables to arrive soon.  The old furniture had to be removed due to a 
change in the health inspection code.  

The asphalt in Sierra will begin July 19th.  This will be a two day process which 
will require the cars in Sierra to be parked elsewhere on the property.  All green 
spaces in East and Old will be available plus street parking will be allowed 
provided cars do not block egress and ingress. In addition, the Unitarian Church 
has graciously agreed to allow residents to park in their lot for these two days 
only. Parking at the church lot will be at your own risk. Sierra residents must 
vacate their parking spaces by 7:30 am and may return after 6:00 pm each day. 
No overnight parking elsewhere will be required. 

It should be noted that many of the projects at Woodside are increasingly 
becoming more complex, costly, and time consuming.  Water damage, dry rot, 
insect destruction and deterioration are becoming more and more prevalent.  
Management is aware of these needs and is implementing a more proactive 
approach to repair and restoration. When Maintenance is directed to an area of 
concern, a more in-depth inspection is conducted to determine if additional 
attention is needed in that immediate area. 

Management is well aware of the hardships that can be incurred as a result of 
increased dues and assessments.  We do not take lightly the responsibility of 
being good stewards of your money.  The Woodside team: Management, Office 
staff, Maintenance, and Security are committed to maximizing the strength of 
the Associations finances and utilizing available resources to their fullest all the 
while striving to improve the conditions of Woodside, increase its marketability 
and make Woodside a better place to live.

General Financial Position 
At the end of May, there was $998,703 in cash Reserves.   $32,221 was spent on 
Reserves during the month.  All the reserve borrowing has been paid in full. 

Delinquencies 

At May 31st delinquent assessments over 30 days late totaled approximately $129,151. 

Twenty nine (29) units are currently in collections. 

Since 2007, 56 units have completed the foreclosure process, forcing a write-off of 
$211,814 in delinquent dues, special assessments, and late fees. 

 

   CONTACT SECURITY IMMEDIATELY 

If you observe suspicious persons or activity, outside your unit, near your car or on the 
property call security immediately! (849-6828)   Even a 5 minute delay can allow the 
situation to deteriorate dramatically. The next step is to call the Sheriff’s Dept. (916-874-
5115). While security is in route they will not have time to call the Sheriff’s Dept.

SECURITY DEPARTMENT UPDATE 

Woodside is currently experiencing transition in the Security Department.  In the interim, the day 
shifts Monday – Friday, will be covered by the office staff and the maintenance department.  24 
hour coverage will continue on the weekends, using maintenance personnel to fill in the daytime 
hours.  We appreciate your patience during this transition. 

 

LANDSCAPE COMMITTEE. 

We received a landscape request from 737 in June. 
 Please report any irrigation problems (such as a wilting shrub - new plantings are 
especially vulnerable - or broken sprinkler head) to the office (922-8469). 
Landscape supervisor Marcos Ramirez can correct the situation before plants are 

lost. 
 Should you desire common area landscaping, you must complete one of three forms available 
in the office. The form for trees is Tree Request. The forms for shrubbery, etc., are (1) Request 
for Woodside Common Grounds Landscape Work Paid For By Resident and (2) Request That 
Woodside Landscape Committee Place a Common Grounds Area on a List of Landscape 
Projects to be Paid For By the Association.  
Changes to the common area without approval are a "CC&Rs" violation. All unapproved trees, 
shrubs, etc., in a common area are subject to removal. 
Should you wish pruning or shrubbery removal, please contact Janet Shaban, not the landscape 
workers.

Condo Insurance Policy or HO-6 - Homeowners you need to make sure that 
within your Condo Policy they have purchased $10,000 worth of building 
coverage.   Also review your liability limits – is it adequate? Remember if you 
are liable for damage to another unit (example water damage from an 
overflowing toilet) you want your condo policy to cover that for you. All owners 
are urged to contact their insurance representative or the Association’s insurance broker, 
George Hullin, Willis HRH Insurance to obtain this coverage. 
 

 

THINKING OF SELLING? 

Owners considering or in the process of selling your units, please be advised that 
you    should request two pest reports, one for the interior and a separate one for 
the exterior. This makes scheduling of repairs more efficient as Woodside is 
generally responsible for the exterior and the homeowner is generally responsible 
for the interior.  

An Estoppel (an inspection) must be completed by the architectural chairperson – please call 
the Woodside office to set up an Estoppel prior to selling your unit to avoid delays in closing.  

 

 

 

 



 

 

 

REPORTING WATER LEAKS                                             

If you have any water leakages in your unit please notify the office 
immediately (922-8469). For water related emergencies after hours, please 
call Security at 849-6828 (6pm – 8am) or on weekends. The Association will 
be able to direct you as to whether the responsibility is the homeowner’s or the 
Association’s.  

Water shut off – if you or your plumber will need to turn the water off, you must give the 
Woodside office 48 hours notice.  The water shutoff affects all the residents in your building.  
Water shut off hours are between 10am and 2pm and repairs need to be scheduled during those 
hours. Water will not be shut off on the weekends unless an emergency exists.

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PARKING AT WOODSIDE 

Woodside only allows two vehicles per unit on the property.  Please 
remember to notify and update your registration form with the office if you 
add or change vehicles.  Make sure you have the correct parking sticker on 
your vehicle to avoid tickets or having your vehicle booted or towed.  A 
silver sticker indicates one vehicle on the property and a bronze sticker 
indicates two vehicles are on the property.  No residents’ trucks or motorcycles allowed 
on Woodside property at any time.   

LEASED PARKING AVAILABLE  

If you are interested in obtaining a leased parking space, please check to see if one of the spots 
listed below will work for you.  Once you pick out a space there is a form that must be filled out 
when you bring in your check.  If you lease a space in the middle of our 6 month period, the fees 
will be prorated accordingly.  The leased parking fee of $180.00 is due every 6 months.  
Woodside’s available leased covered parking spaces are listed below.  The closest buildings 
have been listed for your reference.

Reminder of Woodside’s Policies regarding Trees  

Trees located in patio areas: 

 May not touch buildings 

 Must be kept a minimum of 3ft away from building roofs 

 Are not allowed to overhang or make contact with upstairs 
balconies 

 Any tree uplifting or pushing against a patio wall, fence or shed 
must be removed 

Unsightly trees or branches must be pruned or removed  

 Shrubs located in patio areas 

     Patio Shrubs must not: 

 be allowed to infringe on adjacent units 

 touch or block an adjacent unit’s window 

 touch building or building roof 

 

 

    Fire Code Bans BBQ’s in most Woodside Buildings 

Because of recent updates to the California Fire Code most B.B.Q’s will no 
longer be allowed on Woodside decks and patios.  The following information 
was provided by the Sacramento Metropolitan Fire District: 

In 2007, California further defined the restrictions for open flame cooking 
devices at all locations except single family residences.  The property owner 
does have the force of law to prevent the use of open-flame devices on decks 
and balconies. Metro Fire strongly recommends that the requirements for open 
flame devices at apartments or condo complexes be adhered to. 

Fire Code, including sections 308.3.1 and 308.3.1.1.  Those sections effectively ban the use 
of open-flame cooking devices on combustible decks and balconies.  This ban became 
operative on January 1st 2008.  The sections read as follows: 

308.3.1 Open-flame cooking devices, Charcoal burners and other open-flame cooking devices 
shall not be operated on combustible balconies or within 10 feet of combustible construction. 

308.3.1 Gas fueled cooking devices greater than 2.5 pounds shall not be located on 
combustible balconies or within 10 feet of combustible construction. 

Exception: one- and two-family dwellings. (At Woodside the buildings exempt from this law 
would be: 601, 629, 648, 2248, 2250, 2252, and 2278.)
