The Woodside Association Inc. Annual Members meeting will take place on
Tuesday, January 11, 2011 at 7:00 pm in the Old Woodside Clubhouse. The
new election policy requires appointment of an Inspector of Election. We have
requested Brad Epstein, Angius & Terry Attorney, to serve as Inspector of
Election and he has agreed to do so.

There are Three (3) Director positions up for election, each for a Two Year
term. This is an excellent opportunity for you to serve and participate in
governance of the Woodside community.

If you wish to serve, you must fill out the brief questionnaire available in
the office and submit to the Board of Directors at the Woodside Office by
the close of Business, 6:00 pm, October 8, 2010. All persons nominated for
election shall meet the qualifications set forth in the Bylaws and the Declaration
of Covenants, Conditions, Restrictions (CC&R’s) of Woodside Association Inc.

Only those members in good standing that state their intention of the
close of business, 6:00 pm, October 8, 2010 will be included in the secret
ballot election process. A “member in good standing” means that the owner
is current for all dues and assessment and not in violation of the CC&R’s.
Members in good standing may also be nominated from the Floor the evening
of Tuesday January 11, 2011 at 7:00 pm.

After the deadline of October 8" has expired and applicant’s eligibility has been
verified, a Candidates Night will be scheduled in November so that
homeowners can hear from those running for the Board of Directors. The
ballots will be mailed out on December 1°.

OFFICE UPDATE

Management is excited to announce that Woodside has hired a licensed
contractor, Frank Wilcox, who has made many major improvements since being
promoted to Supervisor recently. This is the first time in Woodside history that
the management is aware of that a licensed contractor has come aboard as a
full-time employee. As a result, the maintenance department has been divided
into two different work units to more effectively address the maintenance needs
of the property. The original team lead by Don Jackson is focusing on routine
maintenance needs. The second team lead by Frank Wilcox is addressing
more construction oriented issues. The challenge remains to effectively meet
the on-going maintenance concerns in a timely and cost effective manner.
Presented at the last Board meeting were the first 10 buildings where we have
taken a global perspective and what that looks like in terms of cost. We are
asking the Board to take a look at the current budget and allocate funds in a
more creative manner to meet these needs.




Decisions from the Board

At the September 28th Board meeting, the following decisions were made by the
Board:

Approved Old Woodside concrete work. Bid awarded to Da Re Concrete. <
Revisited decision for Parking Expansion near Bldg 2237 (spaces 107, B014 s scossachcol
108, 109, 110) Possible exchange of parking places.

Did not approve going out for a community vote concerning trucks on the property.
Approved locking pedestrian gate #6 (at Swanston Park) between 11 PM to 5 AM.
Approved Liening/Foreclosing on delinquent unit(s).

Approved removing three (3) liquid amber trees at the 863-865 courtyard.

Denied architectural request to combine units 2203-5 and 2203-7.

Adopted Emergency Flood Procedures.

Approved SMUD easement. Box to be located in roadway.

Approved contract with JB Bostick to dig, patch and pave Old Woodside.

Approved resurfacing Satellite Pool #5 and the Sierra Main Pool with Adams Pools.

Did not approve comprehensive painting of Old Woodside buildings. Board to take a
building by building approach.

General Financial Position

At the end of August there was $1,151,049 in cash Reserves. $37,272 was spent on Reserves
during the month. Of the $155,000 Special Reserve Assessment due August 1%, $130, 830 or
84% has been collected. Since switching to a third party provider for natural gas three months
ago, the association has saved almost $2,500.

Delinquencies

At August 31st delinquent assessments over 30 days late totaled approximately $118,750. The
Association did not collect $20,033 in the month of August.

Thirty (30) units are currently in collections.

Since 2007, 60 units have completed the foreclosure process, forcing a write-off of $236,680 in
delinquent dues, special assessments, and late fees.

CONTACT SECURITY IMMEDIATELY

Condo Insurance Policy or HO-6 - Homeowners you need to make sure that within your Condo
Policy they have purchased $10,000 worth of building coverage. Also review
your liability limits — is it adequate? Remember if you are liable for damage to
another unit (example water damage from an overflowing toilet) you want your
condo policy to cover that for you. All owners are urged to contact their insurance
representative or the Association’s insurance broker, George Hullin, Willis HRH
Insurance to obtain this coverage.

THINKING OF SELLING?

Owners considering or in the process of selling your units, please be advised that you

should request two pest reports, one for the interior and a separate one for the exterior. ¥ FOR
This makes scheduling of repairs more efficient as Woodside is generally responsible for § SALE
the exterior and the homeowner is generally responsible for the interior.

An Estoppel (an inspection) must be completed by the architectural chairperson —
please call the Woodside office to set up an Estoppel prior to selling your unit to avoid
delays in closing.




REPORTING WATER LEAKS

If you have any water leakages in your unit please notify the office immediately (922-8469).
For water related emergencies after hours, please call Security at 849-6828 (6pm — 8am) or
on weekends. The Association will be able to direct you as to whether the
responsibility is the homeowner’s or the Association’s.

Water shut off — if you or your plumber will need to turn the water off, you must
give the Woodside office 48 hours notice. The water shutoff affects all the residents
in your building. Water shut off hours are between 10am and 2pm and repairs need
to be scheduled during those hours. Water will not be shut off on the weekends
unless an emergency exists.

PARKING AT WOODSIDE

Woodside only allows two vehicles per unit on the property. Please remember
to notify and update your registration form with the office if you add or change
vehicles. Make sure you have the correct parking sticker on your vehicle to
avoid tickets or having your vehicle booted or towed. A silver sticker indicates
one vehicle on the property and a bronze sticker indicates two vehicles are on the property.
No residents’ trucks or motorcycles allowed on Woodside property at any time.

LEASED PARKING AVAILABLE

If you are interested in obtaining a leased parking space, please check to see if one of the spots
listed below will work for you. Once you pick out a space there is a form that must be filled out
when you bring in your check. If you lease a space in the middle of our 6 month period, the fees
will be prorated accordingly.

Emergency Flood Procedures
Adopted September 28, 2010

IF THE DO5 GATE IS CLOSED IT IS IMMINENT THAT FLOODING WILL OCCUR

County Water Resources Division has agreed to place a phone call to Woodside Security
when the gate is closed at DO5 Pumping Station

When a call is received from the County of Sacramento stating that “gate DO5 has been
closed” that is a FLOOD WARNING. (Flooding MAY occur)

Begin the following steps immediately:

Call the Board President- John Bird
A. Board President should call Board VP Shirley Meyers
B. VP should contact all current Board Members

Call the Management Company: Capital Property Management

Call Security # 916—849-6828
Call Maintenance

Both head of Security and Head of Maintenance need to call their crew members into work if
they are not already present.

Security should immediately go door to door contacting residents to immediately move their
cars.

Residents should also be advised to take steps to protect their personal property.

The cars can be moved:
A. Off the Property.
B. Anywhere in the Sierra Area (excluding the lawns). Cars can enter off Sierra through
gates 5&6.
C. Cars can be parked beyond laundry room #3, from 700 buildings to Sierra Blvd.

Maintenance should move fire hoses and generator to pump located by gate three. (Northrop
entrance)

A. Locate generator above flood line and start generator.

B. Attach hose and extend to slough. (hole in fence is marked)

C. Connect power to pump.

Bullhorns are located in the Security Office and can be used to give direction during a flood
emergency

A. These bullhorns should be given to staff or Board members only.

B. Instruction should be voiced calmly and courteously.
